BIBLE HISTORY 

The word “bible” is from the 

Greek ta biblia, which means 

“the scrolls” or “the books.” The 

word is derived from the ancient 

city of Byblos, which was the 

official supplier of paper 

products to the ancient world.  

The Bible is not a single work 

but a collection of works from a 

wide variety of authors, such as 

shepherds, kings, farmers, 

priests, poets, scribes, and 

fisherman. The King James 

Bible contains 788,258 words, 

31,102 verses, 1,189 chapters, 

and 66 books. 

While it took over 1,000 years 

to write the Old Testament, the 

New Testament was written 

within a period of 50-75 years.

NASA's Juno mission is 

exploring Jupiter from orbit, 

beaming back amazing photos, 

atmospheric data and other 

observations about the largest 

planet in our solar system. The 

Juno probe was launched on 

August 5, 2011 and arrived in 

orbit around Jupiter on July 4, 

2016. It is the farthest space 

probe ever to be powered by 

solar arrays. The $1.1 billion 

mission is expected to run 

through July 2021, but the 

information about Jupiter it 

returns will last a lifetime.
